Today the Church celebrates the Fourth and final Sunday of Advent.  "Hail, full of grace! The Lord is with you." But she was greatly troubled at what was said and pondered what sort of greeting this might be. Then the angel said to her, "Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. "Behold, you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you shall name him Jesus. He will be great and will be called Son of the Most High, and the Lord God will give him the throne of David his father, and he will rule over the house of Jacob forever, and of his kingdom there will be no end." (Luke 1:28-33)
O Rex Gentium (O King of the Nations) is the Sixth of the O Antiphons. A certain nobleman went into a far country to receive for himself a kingdom and to return" (Luke 19:12).
